CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 7 PM at the Embassy Suites Southeast, Denver, Colorado.  Board members in attendance were Jim Clark, Gary Guinn, Brent Helferich, Jack Newton, Josh Bordon, and Kay Engel 

PROOF OF NOTICE OF MEETING AND QUORUM

Management Resource Group and Realty, Inc. presented a notice that all members were sent notice of meeting, postage prepaid.  Ninety -two homeowners were present in person or by proxy, constituting a quorum.
APPROVAL OF 2004 ANNUAL MEETING MINUTES

A motion was received from the floor to approve minutes of the March 16, 2004. The motion was seconded and approved unanimously.

PRESIDENT’S WELCOME AND REPORT TO THE MEMBERS

Jim Clark welcomed the members, introduced the board and the new property manager, Earl Johnson, who will assume his duties on April 1, 2005. Chuck Lewis, president of CW Contractors, the landscape contractor for Wind Stream was also introduced.  

NOMINATIONS

The nominations committee submitted three persons, Gary Guinn, Michael Moss, and Eric Meinecke, for consideration by the membership for election to the board. There were no nominations from the floor.  A motion was made, seconded, and approved unanimously to close nominations.

ELECTION RESULTS

Gary Guinn, Eric Meinecke and Michael Moss were elected by acclamation to two-year terms on the board of directors.

BUSINESS

Jim Clark discussed the 2004 financial data, reserve account, the 2005 budget, and major expenditures for the past year. Significant events of the past year included a sewer maintenance program, painting, landscape maintenance, and asphalt repairs.

Association vice president Jack Newton gave an overview of our recent accomplishments including the hiring of two landscape and maintenance assistants, xeriscaping the area near the North fence, signs installed in summer of 2004, new trees and shrubs, re-landscaping the sewer repair area, removing cottonwoods, replacing retaining wall timbers.  This summer our assistants will be cleaning out rock bed and laying weed barrier cloth, getting rid of crab grass.
OPEN FORUM

The floor was open to questions by the membership.  Questions were received and discussed regarding delinquencies, dog waste, path to Highline Canal, retaining wall monitoring, tiki torches on wooden balconies, the association’s quarterly newsletter, garage safety inspections designed to reduce risk so as to lower our insurance rates, parking, swimming pool signs, and use of the outgoing mailbox. 
NOMINATION COMMITTEE

Jim Clark appointed the nomination committee to include himself as chair, Kay Engel, and Robb Pickard to solicit and review candidates for next year’s board election.
