Annual Meeting Minutes

Call to order

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. at the Embassy Suites Southeast, Denver, Colorado by President Jim Clark.  Board members attending the meeting included Jack Newton, Kay Engle, Gary Guinn, Brant Helferich and Grant Barnes.

Proof of Notice of Meeting and Quorum

Western States Property Services, Inc. sent out Annual Meeting notices to all members of the Wind Stream Condominium Association, postage prepaid.  We had 29 proxies and 38 homeowners attending in person.  Per the Bylaws, a quorum is 53 homeowners.

Approval of the 2005 Annual Meeting Minutes 

A motion was received from the floor to approve the minutes of the March 2005 Annual Meeting.  The motion was seconded and approved unanimously.

President’s Welcome 

President Jim Clark welcomed everyone to 2006 Annual Meeting and introduced the current Board of Directors.  Mr. Clark thanked each of the Board members for their dedication and their hard work.

Nominations & Election

Motion to elect by affirmation by Katherine Taiclet and second by Gary Guinn. Terms of the newly elected Board members will be for 2 years.

Business

Using an overhead projector, President Jim Clark presented financial information to the attending membership.  He covered reserves, 2005 expenses and revenues and delinquencies.  He also went on to talk about the importance of maintaining the sewer lines and inspecting them on a regular basis.  Re-roofing will begin this year with at least 3 buildings slated for work.  Board is also work on updating their replacement costs for their insurance coverage.  Board will soon select a company to conduct the replacement cost study.  

Senate Bill 100 which passed in 2005 was discussed briefly explaining some of the newly adopted policies and procedures.

Landscape-Jack Newton reviewed the past landscape season highlighting numerous projects completed around the Associaton, including on-going work on the rock beds, tree and bush installation, renovating the flower beds and targeting some of the cottonwoods for removal.  In 2006 we will continue with the installation of new flower beds and including many xeriscape plantings.

Nomination Committee

Jim Clark asked for volunteers to serve on the nomination committee for 2007.  Jack Newton, Rob Pickard and Kathy Cook all volunteered.

Open Forum

Questions from the membership were know accepted and subjects that were discussed ranged from membership dues, gutter cleaning, sewer maintenance and the ever present flickers that continue to chew holes in the siding.
