Annual Meeting Minutes

Call to order

The annual meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. at the Embassy Suites Hotel Southeast, Denver, Colorado by President Grant Barnes. Board members attending the meeting included Jack Newton, Jonathan Kantor, Michael Moss, and Brant Helferich. Earl Johnson from Western States Property Services, Inc. was also in attendance. Board member Kay Abraham did not attend the meeting.

Proof of Notice of Meeting and Quorum

Western States Property Services, Inc. sent out Annual Meeting notices to all members of the Wind Stream Condominium Association, postage prepaid. We had 32 proxies and 47 homeowners attending in person. Per the Bylaws, a quorum is 58 homeowners.

Approval of the 2006 Annual Meeting Minutes

A motion was received from the floor to approve the minutes of the March 2006 Annual Meeting. The minutes were approved by George Corson which was seconded by Jim Clarke. The minutes were approved and accepted unanimously.

President’s Welcome

President Grant Barnes welcomed everyone to the 2007 Annual Meeting and introduced the current Board of Directors. Mr. Barnes thanked each of the Board members for their dedication and their hard work throughout the year.


Nominations and Election

Board members Grant Barnes, Michael Moss, and Jonathan Kantor decided to run again for the Board of Directors. Homeowner Mary Riebe of Unit #161 also chose to run for the Board of Directors. There were no other nominations offered. Therefore with 4 openings on the Board, President Grant Barnes asked that they be elected by affirmation. Katherine Taiclet moved to accept nominations, and a second was received by Jim Clarke. Terms of the newly elected Board members will be for 2 years except for Mary Riebe who is filing a term that expires in March, 2007.

Business

Overview - President Grant Barnes presented an overview of accomplishments during the past year, which included:

· Change of carrier and reduction of insurance premiums for Wind Stream property.

· Landscape improvements.

· Tree trimming.

· Development of the Wind Stream website: www.windstreamcondos.com.

Projects for 2007 Include:

· Roof replacements for five buildings.

· New asphalt in two specific areas.

· Construction of maintenance equipment shed.

· Replacement of pool heater and filter.

· Street sweeping to clean up sand and dirt debris left over from the winter season.

· Replacement of several foot bridges.

· Replacement of several pieces of pool furniture.

Landscaping – Vice President Jack Newton reviewed the past landscape season highlighting numerous projected completed throughout the Association, including on-going work on the rock beds, tree and bush installation, renovating the flower beds and fence repair. In 2007, we will continue with the installation of new flower and rock beds and replacing many shrubs around the property.

Budget Review – Treasurer Michael Moss covered reserves, 2006 expenses and revenues and delinquencies. While the association incurred an overall loss last year due to the high costs associated with maintenance and landscaping, the Association was able to get reserves over the $500K mark, a goal that had been sought for several years. Delinquencies decreased last year by $3K, but the current figure still remains over $20K.

Tax Resolution – A motion to approve Wind Stream’s tax status as a non-profit tax entity was received by Robb Pickard, and was seconded by Judy Brown.

Nomination Committee

President Grant Barnes asked for volunteers to serve on the nomination committee for 2007. Grant Barnes, Robb Pickard, and Judy Brown all volunteered.

Open Forum

Questions from the membership present at the meeting included subjects that ranged from the desire to hold another Garage Sale during the spring, procedures to follow for reporting a noisy neighbor, a reminder to pick up dog droppings, and the parking rule for overnight guests.
