Annual Meeting Minutes

Call to order

The annual meeting was called to order at 7:03 P.M. at the Embassy Suites Hotel Southeast, Denver, Colorado by President Grant Barnes. Board members attending the meeting included Jonathan Kantor, Kay Abraham, Mary Riebe, Michael Moss, and Brant Helferich. Earl Johnson from Western States Property Services, Inc. was also in attendance.

Proof of Notice of Meeting and Quorum

Western States Property Services, Inc. sent out Annual Meeting notices to all members of the Wind Stream Condominium Association, postage prepaid. We had 25 proxies and 43 homeowners attending in person. Per the Bylaws, a quorum is 58 homeowners.

Approval of the 2007 Annual Meeting Minutes

A motion was received from the floor to approve the minutes of the March 2007 Annual Meeting. The minutes were approved by George Corson which was seconded by Katherine Taiclet. The minutes were approved and accepted unanimously.

President’s Welcome 
President Grant Barnes welcomed everyone to the 2008 Annual Meeting and introduced the current Board of Directors. Mr. Barnes thanked each of the Board members for their dedication and their hard work throughout the year.


Nominations and Election

Three current board members were running for re-election: Brant Helferich, Kay Abraham, and Mary Riebe. There were no other nominations offered. With this, President Grant Barnes asked that they be elected by affirmation. Katherine Taiclet moved to accept nominations, and a second was received by George Corson. Terms of the newly re-elected Board members will be 2 years.

Business

Overview - President Grant Barnes presented an overview of accomplishments during the past year, which included:


· Construction of maintenance equipment shed 

· Installation of a new pool heater.

· Re-roofing of 5 buildings.

· Replaced decking in NE condo units

· Replaced several foot bridges with man-made materials

· Installation of 5 doggie cleanup stations

· Removal of three rotting cottonwood trees

· Installation of improved, energy-efficient lighting

· Replacement of rotted fence posts around pool

· Replaced wooden retaining walls with man-made materials

· Sidewalk leveling

· Street Asphalt Repair

Projects for 2008 Include:


· Continued deck repair for 7 additional units

· Continued retaining wall repair to replacement rotting timbers

· Repainting of five buildings.

· A garage sale is planned for June 7th
· An Association-wide “pot-luck” party for all residents this summer

· The bike path leveling and bridge repair will be repaired by the City of Denver this summer.

· Further replacement of short ballard lights with Lollipop-style, energy efficient lighting

Budget Review – Treasurer Michael Moss covered current reserves, 2007 expenses, revenues and the status of current delinquencies. The association put an additional 200K into our reserves due to favorable interest rates, renegotiation of insurance rates, and reduction of expenses. Projections for 2008 reserve expenses are expected to go up as the result of the need to replace several retaining walls and barriers, which the association has incurred over the past five years.

Tax Resolution – A motion to approve Wind Stream’s tax status as a non-profit tax entity was received by Pat Drefahl, and was seconded by Ira Segal. A vote was taken which was carried unanimously.

Nomination Committee

President Grant Barnes asked for volunteers to serve on the Nomination committee for 2008. Judith Brown, Rob Pickard and Cathe Cook, volunteered for the committee.

Open Forum

The issue of golf course construction equipment posing an eye-sore was presented by residents on the north canal side of the association. Grant Barnes indicated that one letter has already been sent to the Cherry Creek Country Club reminding them of the issue. No response was received. A second letter will be sent before further action will be taken at the county level.
