Board of Directors Meeting

January 17, 2006

Minutes
Meeting called to order at 6:34 at the Aurora Fire Station No. 11 by President Jim Clark.  Board members attending included Jack Newton, Kay Engel, Michael Moss, Brant Helferich, Gary Guinn and Grant Barnes.  Earl Johnson, Western States and homeowners Veronica Gager, Kay Abraham, Jo Ann Gooch, and Jonathan Kantor, Nadine Carr, Geri Mustain and Suzanne Kaller were also present.

November 2005 meeting minutes were approved as presented.

Homeowner Forum

Veronica Gager asked that the Arapahoe Sheriff’s Dept. begin patrolling the property again, citing recent vandalism to cars and stolen items from other vehicles as well.  Earl will seek pricing for the patrols. Complaints about a parking violation and noise from unit 045 were received.  Earl will contact the owner to discuss the problem.

Financial Report

Michael Moss reported to the Board on the December year-end financials.  There are some items that will need to be reclassified and he will set up a meeting to do so with Earl Johnson at Western States.  Year-end financial information will be given to Kent Beichle for the 2005 Audit. Delinquencies have been significantly decreased.

Property Manager’s Report

Meeting with Colorado Parking Management to define their responsibilities and the Association’s rules regarding ticketing and towing of vehicles took place Tuesday morning January 17th.  CPM’s representative attended and will direct and oversee any ticketing in the future.

Vernon Sessions, attorney for unit 054, requested that the Wind Stream Association pay for $3700.00 of repairs to their home.  Losses were attributed to a sewer line problem corrected by the Association.  Board asked that a letter be sent to Mr. Sessions stating that the Association would pay for the repairs less the carpet and interior door repairs, citing the Section 8.2 of the Covenants which pertains to insurance coverage and items not covered by the Association.  Motion by Gary Guinn, seconded by Brant Helferich.  Motion passed.

Waste Management-Notice of rate increase was received.  The cost of trash collection will increase to $6.70 per unit or $1567.80 per month due to increased fuel charges.

Bulletin boards –updated bulletin boards for the mail kiosk area will be purchased.

Old Business

Building Valuation-Brant Helferich continues to research companies and cost to perform an appraisal for total cost replacement for the association, which would help determine reasonable insurance coverage.  Further information will be discussed at the May meeting.

Tree & Bush Installation-During December, several trees were installed throughout the Association by CW Contractors where previous trees had been removed. New bushes will be planted between buildings 39 and 40 in May. Jack Newton informed the Board members that he would soon begin deep root watering of these trees and other plant life in the Association due to the dry weather.

Genevieve Lange-She has requested a 3 month for temporary parking permit for Unit 283. Board granted her request.  

Mark Beaty was also granted a one month temporary parking permit at unit 397.

New Business

Cable Installation Policy- only one cable entry would be allowed at each unit.  Any additional locations must be wired from the inside of the condominium unit.

New Employee-Arturo has left Wind Stream and was replaced by Raul.  Jack Newton continues to meet with both of the on-site employees, providing them with work and direction.

Annual Meeting information is being compiled and prepared for mailing for the upcoming Annual Meeting in March.  Gary Guinn has submitted his resignation citing work and personal issues. Brant Helferich and Jack Newton will continue to serve.

Perimeter Improvements-Gary Guinn recommended that some improvements be made to the grounds along E. Iliff Avenue to improve curb appeal. He will work with Kay Engel on some ideas.
