The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Western States Property Management Office at 9145 E. Kenton Avenue (Hampden & Yosemite). Homeowner Forum

Financial Report
Review of balance sheet, income/expense statement:  Michael Moss reported nothing unique in the 2010 budget.  The Board discussed getting a bid on the landscaping and to monitor those expenses more closely.  The combined snow removal and landscape budget is $30,000/yr.  The Board wants to be more cautious about what expenses come to us to be approved.  Going forward, the Board will consolidate landscaping into projects rather than doing some improvements piecemeal.

Delinquency Report:  Earl reported that as of 12/31/09, foreclosures are moving along.  

Property Manager’s Report
Lighting Fixture (Suntronics Demo):  Currently, nine fixtures are deemed inadequate.   One demonstration fixture has been installed on Unit 374 front door.  The homeowner has indicated satisfaction with the fixture.  The fixtures are exterior rated and cost $15 each.  The fixtures would need to be installed near front doors, garages, and sliding doors.  Michael Moss made a motion to look into purchasing these; Dave Lewis seconded.  The vote was unanimous.

Annual Meeting:  The Wind Stream Condominium Association Annual Meeting is scheduled for Monday, March 15, 2010, at the Embassy Suites on Hampden Avenue.  

Old Business

Canal improvements:  Depending upon the weather, expected completion for the new bridges is May 1, 2010.  

Parking:  Earl will put out a letter reminding homeowners that if the vehicle is not registered and no placard is displayed on the windshield, the vehicle’s owner will be issued a ticked and towed.  He will also remind homeowners that garages are not to be used for storage and cars may not be parked in driveways overnight.
