The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. at Fire Station No. 11, 2291 S. Joliet St, Aurora. In attendance were President Grant Barnes, Vice-President Kay Abraham, Treasurer Michael Moss, Secretary Mary Riebe, and board members Gary Guinn, Brent Helfrich, and Dave Lewis.  Also in attendance was Earl Johnson from Western States Property Management and homeowners.

The meeting minutes from November 22, 2010, meeting were reviewed via e-mail by all Board members.  Dave Lewis motioned that to approve the minutes; Gary Guinn seconded the motion.  The November minutes were unanimously approved.

Brandt Helfrich, BOD Member, posed a question regarding the decision not to move forward with the US Bank Loan.  Grant Barnes responded that, according to our HOA, Wind Stream is not able to take out a loan at this time.

Financial Report
Treasurer Michael Moss reported the year-end financial report to have one minor adjustment to the reserve for construction which was switched over.

Delinquency Report – A review of current dues delinquencies reveals that we have three units that comprise most of the delinquency total of $23,953.60.  

Old Business

Property Manager’s Report
Waste Management Notice of Increase – Earl Johnson receive a letter from Waste Management of Colorado stating that, due to changes in federal trucking regulations, the local CPI, labor and disposal costs in the Denver market, Waste Management is adjusting Wind Stream’s rate per unit effective January 1,2011.  The new monthly rate is $1,783.08, which is based on 234 units at $7.62 per home.

Retaining Wall Proposals – The retaining wall east of the pool and pool shack is crumbling badly.  We received two bids; one from CW Contractors and one from Slaton Bros. Inc.  The Board reviewed the bids and chose CW Contractors by unanimous e-mail vote.

Brown Bros. Asphalt Repairs – Asphalt repairs will begin in good weather.

Direct TV— RC Communications are gone from Wind Stream.  Direct TV will come in to upscale and correct dishes by putting wiring in plastic sleeves.  They will also install international dishes, relocate dishes and take down old dishes to minimize number of dishes on buildings.  The new dishes will be HD.   There will be no change for anyone who is currently with Direct TV.  

New Business

Deck Replacement Proposals –  Based on recent inspection of the decks, we found six decks that need immediate attention due to rotting joists and decking.  Those decks are Unit Nos. 12, 48, 77, 78, 85. 93.  Earl presented two bids; one from JM Rhodes and one from JR Construction.  Michael Moss motioned to accept JM Rhodes’ bid; Kay Abraham seconded the motion.  Vote to accept JR Construction bid was unanimous.  

Landscape Contract Approval for 2011 – CW Contractors’ prices did not change from 2010.  Earl will arrange to have Chuck Lewis come to a meeting.  He will be at the Annual Meeting.  Wind Stream resident Kay Engel will still be involved in landscaping decisions.

Michael motioned to accept the CW Contractors landscape contract for 2011; Mary Riebe seconded the motion.  Vote to approve the contract was unanimous.

Registration of Associations – All associations must register with the state by February 28, 2011.  Earl Johnson has registered Wind Stream Homeowners Association.  Thank you, Earl.

Credit Card Payments – Wind Stream residents are now able to make credit card payments on the Wind Stream website.  The account number is the homeowner’s unit.  There is a minimal processing fee for the payee, however.

FHA Loans Approval – Expires August 2011. This was approved initially in 1982.  There is a new set of guidelines to be followed.  Earl Johnson is working to have Wind Stream re-approved.
