Board of Directors Meeting

July 17, 2007

Meeting Minutes

Michael Sheldon from Sheldon and Associates attended the meeting to address the Board of Directors and the attending Wind Stream homeowners about the proposed development of the O’Brian Parcel just north of the Association.

This development will be called Prospect Village, Gen-Cap project.  Michael Sheldon was hired to make recommendations to Gen-Cap, prepare a  market study and offer some revisions to the overall project.  His revisions included a reduction in density from 380 units to 360, 23 dwellings per acre, 4 story maximum height, a significant buffer zone to the west of the project, clubhouse with 4000-6000 sq. ft. and an average 1100 sq. ft per residential unit.  This would be a rental property at first and when the market improves they would be converted to condominiums.

This project would take, if approved, 9-12 months to build and ready sometime in 2009.  Gen-Cap and Michael Sheldon are looking to gain the approval of the local neighborhood groups.

Meeting called to order by President Grant Barnes at 7:00pm.  Those members present included Mary Riebe, Jack Newton, Kay Abraham, Brant Helferich and Michael Moss.

Six homeowners attended the meeting and three would like to address the Board.

Homeowner Steve Horton from unit 175 want to address the dog leash issue.  A 20 year resident of Wind Stream believes that some tolerance concerning dogs is a must, since they are allowed under the legal documents.  Board members responded that there are rules concerning pets and leashes and that rules do serve a purpose.

Homeowner Karen Fiant has some concerns about the landscaping around her unit at 073 and requested from the Board that it be addressed.  She would like to see the bushes either removed or at the very least pruned.  Jack Newton explained his plans for the landscaping and would look at the situation over the next week.

Homeowner Michael Galbraith from unit 171 is concerned about the knocking noise caused by the high water pressure to his unit.  The landscape company and a plumber will to approached to help solve this problem.  This may be a situation where the homeowner will need to place a pressure reducing valve in there unit.  This will be address at the Sept. meeting.

Financial Report-Michael Moss reported that several adjustment will be made to change operating expenses to reserves expenses.  The repairs to bridges and balconies is significant enough that such a change will improve the operating cash flow.  These changes will take place over the next month.

Manager Report-Earl Johnson followed up Mr. Moss’s discussion about the continuing repairs to balconies and bridges.  We have only two bridges left to repair and the present, two more balconies are in need of repairs.  We are replacing the decking with Choice Wood and replacing the rotted joist wherever needed.

Old Business

A. Asphalt-It was agreed  that we would look at repair the asphalt at building 16.  The contractor will be asked refigure his estimate to only do this area.  Rocky Mtn. Pavement is the contractor.  This will be visited again at the next meeting.

B. Sump Pump Responsibilities-Board of Directors reaffirms its position on the maintenance of the pumps by restating that the homeowner will be responsible for the maintenance of the sump pump.  This would only change if the Association provides the installation of a sump pump.

C. Papa Nicks Court-Wind Stream brought Papa Nicks back to court on the handbill issue and settled out of court, with Papa Nicks paying all the legal bills, which amounted to over $4000.00.  They will begin paying in August.

New Business

A. Golf Course Correspondence-Grant Barnes sent a letter to Jason Murphy, general manager of the Cherry Creek Country Club concerning the appearance of their property and the effects it has on the Wind Stream residents.  No response was given by Mr. Murphy.  A second letter will be addressed the county concerning this matter and will be composed by Grant Barnes.

B. Unauthorized Pool Visitors-Their had been reports of people using the pool who do not reside at Wind Stream.  In response, we have purchased a new lock box for the pool and the on-site help asked to keep the pool gate closed and to help monitor the pool usage.

C. Resident Appreciation-Board discussed briefly the possibility of having an event where homeowners could get together, perhaps at the pool and enjoy an Association sponsored event.  We will budget money for this in 2008.

D. Dog Leash Issue-Grant Barnes discussed the recent events leading up to this issue.  Letter addressed to property manager Earl Johnson about the continuing violations of residents not having their dogs on leash.  A response was issued by the property manager address their concerns.

It was further discussed that residents be provided with tools to help pickup after their dogs.  It was moved by Michael Moss to purchase two pet waste dispensers for the property.  Second by Grant Barnes.  It was discussed that the location of these dispensers not be to close to anyone unit.  Motion was approved by a vote of 4 to 1.

E. Jack Newton Resignation Letter-Grant Barnes explained to the Board and attending homeowners the events that lead to Jack Newton submitting his letter of resignation to the Board of Directors.  After a short discussion the resignation was denied.

There being no further business to discuss the meeting was adjourned.
