Board of Directors Meeting

Minutes

 

Meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. at Aurora Fire Station No. 11 by President Grant Barnes. Board members attending included Jonathan Kantor, Brant Helferich, Michael Moss, and Mary Riebe. Vice-President Kay Abraham was not in attendance. Also in attendance was Earl Johnson from Western States Property Management, and homeowners, Carl Shushan #402, Nadine Carr #92, Geri Mustain #92, and Jim Clark #251.

 

The meeting minutes from March 18th were approved as presented.

 

Homeowner Forum

Homeowner Carl Shushan of Unit #402 addressed the board regarding several letters that were written by his surrounding neighbors complaining of recent events with the tenants in that unit. Incidents such as loud noise late at night, large quantities of trash left out for lengthy periods, and the failure to pick up after the tenant’s dog were addressed. Carl indicated to the board that these matters would be discussed with his tenants and these incidents would cease. 

Jim Clark of Unit #251 addressed the board of parking violators near his unit that is not being addressed by Covenant Patrol Services, who has been retained by the Association to police overnight parking. Earl Johnson will look into the matter with our vendor.

Nadine Carr of Unit #92 informed the board of a swarm of bees that had taken residence at Unit #86 near her unit. Earl Johnson will be taking action to eradicate the bees from this unit.

A letter was received by a Windstream resident regarding their neighbor’s violation of the two pet maximum provisions in our current bylaws. In this situation the neighbor has four pets. The board voted and approved another warning to be sent the neighbor reminding them of our rule. The board will determine review
 whether the existing bylaws will need to be clarified as to
 the maximum number and combination of pets that will be allowed by our residents. An article on this issue will appear in the next Wind Stream newsletter.

Financial Report
Treasurer Michael Moss indicated that due to the high cost of the recent deck repairs, the Association will need to use some of our cash reserves.

In addition, the Association is currently over budget in the amount of 20K for snow removal for 2008. Due to the large number of light snow storms that occurred last year, we will need to eliminate any marginal expenses and move them into next year’s budget to make up the difference.

Review of Delinquencies – The Association will move towards the writ of garnishment against two tenants and their properties to recoup approximately $3000 in back dues that are owed. Overall, the Association is in a significantly better position with regard to delinquencies than we were last year.

Property Manager’s Report

The final roofing project for this year is now taking place on building #29 which will be completed by the end of May.

Advertising for the upcoming Windstream Annual garage sale has been placed in local newspapers. The event is scheduled for June 11th
.

There are 10 remaining “lollipop” style lights that are due to be installed across the Wind Stream property. All poles will be painted black. Once completed, this will conclude this project which significantly improved our night time lighting conditions.

Flowers around the Association grounds will be planted by the first week of June.

Old Business

A copy of the Association’s current landscape contract for 2008 was approved and signed by President Grant Barnes. 

New Business

Asphalt is in need of repair at two street locations around the Association and near units #184 and #185. Rocky Mountain Pavement has submitted a proposal to Earl Johnson who will review it for the board meeting at which time the board will reach a decision whether to go forward.

Building painting is planned to continue 
for several buildings this year as had been conducted in previous years. 

The board also reviewed four letters from Wind Stream residents pertaining to the number of pets issue, which will be addressed at a later point. 

In addition, a request to remove the current lollipop light near unit #301 was received by the board. Since this issue pertains to the lighting of a common area, this request was denied.

Finally, a letter was received by our pool vendor, Alligator Pools, reminding the Association to update our pools
  to be in compliance with a new federal law
 pertaining to removing the drain cover. Also Alligator recommended that we resurface our spa which has become very course and rough, and may lead to cuts and scraps by the residents that use it. The board will address this issue in the fall after the pools have been shut down for the season.
