Meeting Minutes

 

The meeting was called to order at 6:34 p.m. at the Eloise May Memorial Library, 1471 S. Parker Road, Denver, CO 80231.  In attendance were President Grant Barnes, Vice-President Kay Abraham, Secretary Mary Riebe, Treasurer Michael Moss and board members Brant Helferich, Gary Guinn.  Board member Dave Lewis and Earl Johnson, Western States Property Management, were excused.

Guest present was Dan Seby from RC Communications.

Kay Abraham motioned to approve the meeting minutes from January and March meetings.  Michael Moss seconded the motion.  Minutes were approved as presented with one abstention.

 

Homeowner Forum

· Geri Mustain thanked Earl Johnson for fixing the sump pump and cleaning the drains.

· Linda Hoffman referred to correspondence regarding dog leashes and requested the Board consider policy regarding retractable leashes.  She also raised questions about the canal entrance stating that it seemed to be as steep or steeper than previous pathway.  Grant Barnes indicated that the Denver Water Board, who owns the property outside of Wind Stream gate, maintains that the pathway is less steep.

Financial Report
Treasurer Michael Moss reported that Wind Stream is doing and on target.  Though we have some delinquencies in collections, Wind Stream usually gets this money back.   

Homeowner thanked the Board for not making any assessments.  Michael explained that the Board’s goal is to continue to ensure that the reserves are strong, which was why the dues were raised this year to pay back for decking and retaining walls.  The Board wishes to avoid assessments.

Guest

Dan Seby from RC Communications and Julie Hoffman, Wind Stream resident, presented new satellite dish installation to the BOD and Homeowners.  Property Manager Earl Johnson and WS Board President Grant Barns met with them in April.   Dan and Julie proposed to provide a satellite dish on each building so that the unit could be wired for Direct TV.  This would eliminate the need for various other dishes on the buildings.  The dish installation would create consistent and manageable dish service to those residents who want it, would clean up old, unused dishes, consolidate and disguise wiring, and clean up the building.  Dishes and wire protectors would be painted the color of the building to blend in.   

Highlights of new satellite dishes are as follows:

· Will have one dish per building, which cleans up property.

· Does not force anyone to sign up for Direct TV.

· If homeowner has Direct TV, will take down old dish.

· There is no cost to the homeowner or the association.

· Nothing has changed for Direct TV owners.

· Have done this for other communities.

· Covers will be put on the heaters, so snow will melt away.

· More channels available in various packages; no group discount, however.

· About 89% of dishes in Wind Stream are Direct TV vs Dish Network.

· Everything will match the building including the wiring.

· Dishes will not be attached to the roofs to avoid damage and leakage.

· Downside is marketing to homeowners.

Grant stated that more communication will be made in the next newsletter.

Dan and Linda indicated that new features could be Internet access, WiFi for whole complex, and phone services. 

Property Manager’s Report
In Earl Johnson’s absence, Grant indicated that there are thirteen items on the list and everything has been addressed.

Old Business

Installation of Landscaping at Building No. 4

The installation of lighting is complete and the installation of plant live is nearly complete as well.

Cottonwood Tree Removal

Two cottonwood trees were removed in the vicinity of Units 355 and 352.  Both stumps have been ground up and removed.

Unit 343

We had a back up in the sewer line again in this unit.  It was believed that their sewer line was shared with Unit 344, which, if true, would make this a common line shared by two units.  We did video the line and the insurance adjuster was notified of a possible loss.  It was determined that the sewer line was NOT shared, thus the responsibility of the unit owner was at Unit 343.  The sewer line does have a low spot that collects water and the owners were advised to jet the line; this is not an Association responsibility.  

New Business

American Family renewal policy premium for 2010-11 is nearly $65,892.  For the same amounts of insurance, CIBA premium cost will be $41,207.  I’ve included the comparisons as well as backup information.  The deductible for CIBA is $5,000, as opposed to $2,500 with American Family.  Board members had questions for Earl, i.e. how is CIBA rated on Moody’s.   Will vote via e-mail after all questions have been answered.
