Board of Directors’ Meeting
Thursday, May 28, 2009

Board Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. at
the Eloise May Memorial Library, 1471 S.
Parker Road, Denver, CO 80231. In atten-
dance were Grant Barnes, President; Kay
Abraham, Vice President; Mary Riebe, Secre-
tary; Michael Moss, Treasurer; and board
members Brant Helferich, Gary Guinn and
Dave Lewis. Also in attendance were Earl
Johnson from Western States Property Man-
agement, and several homeowners (see at-
tached).

The meeting minutes from January 20, 2009
were approved as presented. Minutes from

March 17, 2009, will be reviewed at the July
meeting.

Homeowner Forum

Homeowner Ed Hauscik, Unit 256, spoke to
the Board regarding previous flooding in his
unit from last August 8, 2008. He has made
repairs himself; however, he feels that the last
flooding that occurred in his unit was due to
the gutters being clogged. Board Recommen-
dation: The Board requested that Mr. Hauscik
continue to work through Earl Johnson, Prop-
erty Manager, regarding the gutters and other
repairs.

Homeowner Ellyn Crago, Unit 63, inquired
about the landscaping around her unit, which
is now just gravel. Board Recommendation:
Building No. 6 will have the retaining wall
removed soon, so landscaping is deferred until
that is complete.

Homeowners Mark and Teresa Luiz, Unit 356,

inquired about two issues; one regarding the
landscaping around their kitchen window and
the other regarding the corner of their drive-
way where the snowplow ruins the grass.
Board Recommendation: Landscapers will be
replacing the wood around kitchen window
with keystone; Landscape committee to look
into tree or shrub for corner.

Financial Report

Michael Moss, Treasurer, presented the finan-
cial report. The Association experience sub-
stantial snow removal this spring, so the Board
will need to increase the amount budgeted for
this year. Discussion centered around what
items could be cut, such as tree pruning
($5,000) and deep root watering ($2,000).

The Board decided to cut those out in favor of
covering the snow removal.

Delinquency Report

Though Wind Stream has had foreclosure units
for sale, seven units have sold and homes are
getting a lot of show. Gary Guinn noted that
only three delinquencies represented about 45
percent of the total delinquent association
dues. Michael informed the Board that we are
about $5,000 ahead this year than we were this
time last year.

Property Manager’s Report

Paint Project: Earl Johnson, Western States,
reported that painting starts on May 29, 2009,
for the stacked units. Some wood has been
replaced. All stacked units will be painted this
year. The painter is J. Duran with High Coun-
try Painters, who will be changing up the look
a little starting with Building 1.

Landscape Inspection: Kay Engel, former
Board member and architect, heads up the
Landscape Committee. Landscape inspec-

tions were made and areas were identified for
improvement. Some areas can sustain differ-
ent types of trees, rocks, etc.

Perimeter Fence Repairs: Repairs are com-
plete.

Purchase Pool Furniture: Earl has bought new
umbrellas and tables for the pool area.

The pool and spa are open. The spa was resur-
faced and both the pool and spa are now com-

pliant.

Old Business

Pool Spa in compliance & Resurface of Space
Complete: As indicated, both pool and spa are
open and compliant.

Wind Stream Retaining Wall Information:
Retaining walls continue to be replaced. The
cost 1s budgeted from reserve accounts.

Dogs: Gary has observed that more home-
owners seem to be picking up after their dogs
since the Annual Meeting discussion. Three
more “doggy bag” un
to be used. Grant indicated that he continues
to fill the bag receptacles frequently. The
Board agreed that we should put another re-
minder in the next newsletter.

Water Damage: Jerry Rhodes discussed deck
replacement, which includes removing pavers,
adding perforated pipe and creating new drain-
pipes. His crew has completed 37; 5 immedi-
ately on the list that are now a high priority,
including Units 73 and 74. The Board decided
that we will need to watch our expenses in this
area and may need to consider taping into the
reserves more than originally planned.

New Business

Landscape Contract: The Associ
scape contract with CW Contractors is up for
renewal. Board discussion focused on possi-

bly watering southwest and southern areas in
the winter. The Board unanimously approved
the contract for Gr

Aesthetic Provisions: The Asso
ney has drawn up a document that recognizes
the new state of Colorado law regarding home-
owner associations to have the authority to
deny and to protect
thetic values and to protect the safety of our
homeowners. Michael Moss moved that we
have Grant sign the document; Kay Abraham
seconded. The Board vote was unanimous.

Iron Gates for Building 39: Unit 392 wrote a
letter to Earl Johnson indicating that the Asso-
ciation has three buildings without iron gates.
The Board discussed and agreed that gate pur-
chases would be better done in bulk. Michael
will review the budget to see if we have the
ability to do now.

Trash Removal Proposals: The Association
has been presented with three proposals for
trash removal as follows: Waste Management
of (olorade Haelaway GoticeWhstegamd dhl- s
pine Waste and Recycling. The Board dis-
cussed and determined that we would bring

our complaints to Waste Management and sign
for a year, giving them the opportunity to fix
or we terminate them next year.

Xcel Easement: Due to the new development
construction across Iliff, Xcel Energy has re-
quested that we sign a utility easement so that
they may begin working on the utility needs at
Dayton and Iliff. Some of the work that needs
to be done is on our property. Gary Guinn
made a motion to have Grant sign the ease-
ment; Kay Abraham seconded. The Board
vote was unanimous.

Additionally, Earl will e-mail to the Board

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 6:31 p.m. at
the Eloise May Memorial Library, 1471 S.

Riebe, Treasurer Michael Moss and board
members Brant Helferich, Gary Guinn and
Dave Lewis. Also in attendance was Earl
Johnson from Western States Property Man-
agement.

The meeting minutes from Thursday, May 28,
2009, were approved as presented.

Homeowner Forum

Homeowner Chris Cashbaugh, Unit 102, told
the Board about his replacing windows due to
leakage from rainstorms. He stated that he
received a letter from the Association stating
that his windows were not compliant with the
required color (bronze/brown). He requested
that the Association pay for the painting of his
new windows. The Board declined the request
and reminded him that the windows are the
homeowner’'s respons

gested that would be happy to paint the win-
dow trim for him, but we would need to draw
up a document that relieves us of any responsi-
bility should the producer of the window in-
validate the warranty.

Nadine Carn, homeowner of Unit 92, inquired
about recommendations for window replace-
ment companies who offer Association-
compliant windows. The Board and Earl
Johnson recommend Champion Windows, Ac-
cent Windows, and G
companies that some homeowners have dealt
with successfully. Ms. Carn also offered a
thank you to the painters, who were accommo-
dating and courteous. In addition, she asked
whether or not her unit is still on the list for
deck replacement. Earl reported that Unit 92
is on the list.

Financial Report

June Balance Sheet/Income/Expense State-
ment: Property manager Earl Johnson and
treasurer Michael Moss re-evaluated some of
the budget allocations and found areas of

the budget that could be reduced to deal with
the need to more than likely increase our snow
removal budget, since most of it had been util-
1zed this spring.

Delinquency Report: Same as previous month
and continues to improve. Foreclosed units
are being sold.

Recent Sales Are Up: Earl reported that five
units were sold in the last thirty days.

Property Manager’s Report

Paint project: The stacked-unit painting pro-
ject is now complete. We are getting good
feedback from homeowners. Earl reported
that very little of the siding needed to be re-
placed.

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Decking: Earl reported that the decking on
Section B is complete.

Landscaping: Homeowner and architect Kay
Engel has drafted some drawings for the Iliff
entrance and has devised a three- to five-year
plan to replace annuals with 90 percent peren-
nials. The Board will be able to view the
drawings in a couple of weeks.

Old Business

Concrete: Two homeowners in Units 242 and
243 have concrete walkways needing repairs.
Gary Guinn has spoken to both homeowners
and is recommending that the concrete walk-
ways be shaved, but may have to be replaced
in the future. Trees seem to be causing some
of the problems. The Board was presented
with estimates from Colorado Concrete Solu-
tions. The Board felt that the work could be
deferred until 2010 budget.

Trash Removal: Grant Barnes met with Waste
Management, who presented him with two
bids; one for one year and one for three years.

Waste Management i s
complaints and assures the Association that
there won’'t be any

pick-ups. We will be able to get out of the
contracts with a 30-day notice, if necessary.

A motion by Michael Moss, treasurer, was
made to accept a three-year contract as that
represented the best savings. The motion was
seconded by Kay Abraham, vice-president.
The Board voted unanimously to accept a new
three-year contract with Waste Management.

New Business

Roof Replacements: Earl reported that Build-
ing 10 in the stacked units has flat sections on
the upper level of the roof with roofing mem-
brane | eaks. Adam
aided” for the ti me
will need to make improvements now. Build-

ing 10 has been moved up to top priority. The
Board recommended that this be done in Sep-
tember or October this year.

Gates for Three Buildings: Earl Johnson re-
ported that the cost for 27 gates would be ap-
proximately $14,000.

Architectural Request: Unit 116 made an ar-
chitectural request to create a doorway be-
tween courtyard and entrance to unit. Gary
Guinn and Grant Barnes volunteered to serve
as liaisons to the architectural committee. And
will look at this request with Kay Engel.

Other: Any resident who wants to replace
his/her garage door weather stripping should
contact Earl who will notify Advantage Doors.

Adjournment:

The Board meeting was adjourned at 7:25 p.m.

THE POOP SCOQOP

So far this Poop Scoop alert program seems to
be having positive results. Walkways and green
areas seem to have fewer deposits from ani-
mals.

Here is how it works!

Residents who see violators not cleaning up
after their pets need to identify the person, the
unit where they live, date and time of violation
and a brief description of the pet. This infor-
mation should then be e-mailed or called into
Earl Johnson at ejfly@hotmailcom or 303-745
-2220.

Our management company and the Board will
then send violators

the first violation. The second offense will be
a fine between $50 and $150. The third viola-
tion will be a fine between $150 and $350. Af-
ter that the case is turned over to our attorney
for Court proceeding and all fees will also be
charged to the violator.

Names of residents who identify the violators
will not be disclosed during the normal course
of processing Rule Violations and instituting
fines.

Even though there seems to be general im-
provement in cleanup there are still areas that
have more incidents than other areas.

The first indicator of a potential clean-up
problem is...is the owner carrying a cleanup
bag?

ELECTRONIC FUNDS TRANSFER

It's very easy to in-
stall (no tools needed) and you can adjust the
position of it to regulate the water level in the
toilet bowl.
