Do you know where your unit’s 

main water shut off is located? 
 

Every year during the winter a 

homeowner or two will experience   

 

a waterline break within their unit.  

If this happens to you it is critical 

that you know where your unit’s 

main water shutoff valve is lo-

cated.   

 

Over the years many homeowners 

have covered over those shutoffs 

when they remodeled their base-

ments.  Generally speaking the 

shutoff valves for townhouse units 

are located in the basement under 

the general location of the patio.   
 

Locations of shutoffs within the 

stack units along the north side of 

the complex varies and if you can-

not readily locate the shutoff valve 

you should give me a call and I 

will be happy to come and show 

you where this important valve is 

located.

 Tuesday, September 29, 2009 
  

Board Meeting Minutes 
  

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. at 

the Eloise May Memorial Library, 1471 S. 

Parker Road, Denver, CO 80231. In atten-

dance were President Grant Barnes, Vice-

President Kay Abraham, Secretary Mary 

Riebe, Treasurer Michael Moss and board 

member Dave Lewis. Also in attendance was 

Earl Johnson from Western States Property 

Management.  Absent were board members 

Brand Helferich and Gary Guinn, both of 

whom were excused.  A quorum was estab-

lished.   

 

Also in attendance was Earl Johnson from 

Western States Property Management, and 

homeowners, Donna Horgam and Suzanne 

Kaller. 

 

Minutes from July 23, 2009 

 

Michael Moss motioned to approve the meet-

ing minutes from the July 23, 2009 meeting.  

Kay Abraham seconded.  Minutes were ap-

proved with one correction. 

  

Homeowner Forum 

 

Homeowner Suzanne Kaller, from Unit 344 

thanked the board for heir wonderful flowers 

at the entrances and around the complex.   

 

Financial Report 
 

Treasurer’s Report:  Michael Moss, treasurer, 

reported that Wind Stream has had some ex-

traordinary expenses this year, due to garages, 

roof repairs, painting buildings, etc.  In a re-

view of our reserve funds, he finds that we 

have somewhat depleted and will need to con-

sider the option of increasing the homeowner 

dues by $10 per month. 

 

Delinquency Report:  Earl reviewed delin-

quency list and noted some foreclosures in 

process. 

 

Property Manager’s Report 

 

Budget for 2010:  Earl did not include the 

2010 budget in the board packet.  He did note 

that the operating account is okay as is.  Mi-

chael will put together a list of five to ten line 

items that we could moderate in the budget for 

2010.  The board will look at the previous year 

as a baseline. 

 

Cottonwood Removal:  Earl walked the com-

plex with the landscaper.  He reported that 

Buildings 34 and 35 have cottonwood trees 

with roots that are causing problems, noting 

gates and sidewalks cracking and one tree 

whose roots have torn up the lawn around the 

pool.  They marked six trees to look at for re-

moval at $1,000 to $1,500 per tree.  Earl is 

getting bids. 

 

Lighting:  Earl reported that the current exte-

rior lighting globes are not exterior-rated.  He 

presented some options for the Board to re-

view.  Earl will continue to look at catalogs to 

find some suitable suggestions for garage and 

condo unit replacement lighting. 

 
Old Business 

 
Earl noted that Unit 102 has still not painted 

the windows to match the rest of the complex.  

He will follow up with a letter to the home-

owner. 

 
New Business 

 
Water Conservation:  Homeowner Donna  

 



 

Horgam, Unit 023, presented a small tool that 

clips into the toilet tank to reduce the amount 

of water in the toilet bowl and also reduces the 

water level in the tank.   This tool can save 

about seven gallons of water per person per 

day.  These items sell for $5.95 per 2-pack and 

are simple to install.  They are only on sale in 

southern Florida right now.  She will get Grant  

some more information to put in the newsletter 

to make available to residents.  If homeowners 

installed these in their toilet tanks, could sig-

nificantly reduce Wind Stream’s water bill. 

 

Snow Removal:  Snow contract for 2009 has 

not changed.  We can sign a one-year contract 

with no increase in rates.  We will have a 30-

day grace period to end, if we choose.  Snow 

removal would occur for 1” snowfall due to 

condo snow piling up on condo steps creating 

a dangerous situation.  Earl will move the con-

tract forward so that we are ready for first sig-

nificant snowfall. 

 

Pool Maintenance:  Earl reported that the 

pool maintenance contract is same as 2010, if 

we sign a two-year contract.  Otherwise, 

would have a $200 increase for 2011 if we go 

with a one-year contract.  Kay moved that we 

accept the two-year contract; Mary seconded 

the motion.  All members voted in favor; mo-

tion carried.

The Board has made some 

previous adjustments to the budget, but more 

maintenance is required on an ongoing basis.   

 

Delinquency Report:  Earl Johnson, Property 

Manager, reported that there are possibly six 

foreclosures in the complex at this time.  We 

are attempting to collect on the delinquent ac-

counts.

Property Manager’s Report 

 

Lighting Fixtures (Demo):  Earl brought light-

ing fixture samples for the Board to examine.  

One example of an exterior light cost $11 

each.  We have 234 units that need exterior 

lights replaced at a cost of approximately 

$2300.  Earl will continue to bring samples for 

the Board to consider. 

 

Holiday Lighting:  Earl indicated that the holi-

day lights were being put up.  

 

Staircase Replacement Treads:  Earl brought a 

sample of a metal staircase replacement tread 

that is similar to ones used in ski resorts.  He 

will continue to research these.   

 

Old Business 

 

Approval of 2010 Budget:  The Board re-

viewed the proposed 2010 budget against a 

$10 per month per unit increase.  The $10 

would go back into the reserve account, which 

has been depleted due to the many repairs to 

decks, balconies and roofing the Association 

has had to make this year.  The Board antici-

pates that the roofing will be done in three 

years.   

 

Michael Moss made a motion to approve the 

2010 budget with a $10 per month/per unit in-

crease.  Gary Guinn seconded the motion.  The 

Board passed the 2010 budget with a unani-

mous vote. 

 

Unit 102 Windows:  Homeowner in Unit 102 

has painted new windows to comply with As-

sociation guidelines. 
 

Water Conservation Devices:  Water conserva-

tion devices for homeowners’ toilets to control 

flow of water are now available and have been 

selling.  The cost is $4 for a set of two.

FHA Guidelines:  The Association received a 

copy of updated Federal guidelines for all ap-

proved FHA mortgages.

THE POOP SCOOP 

 

So far this Poop Scoop alert program seems to 

be having positive results. Walkways and 

green areas seem to have fewer deposits from 

animals. 

 

Here is how it works! 

 

Residents who see violators not cleaning up 

after their pets need to identify the person, the 

unit where they live, date and time of violation 

and a brief description of the pet.  This infor-

mation should then be e-mailed or called into 

Earl Johnson at ejfly@hotmail.com or 303-745

-2220.   

 

Our management company and the Board will 

then send violators a “Notice of Violation” for 

the first violation.  The second offense will be 

a fine between $50 and $150.  The third viola-

tion will be a fine between $150 and $350.  

After that the case is turned over to our attor-

ney for Court proceeding and all fees will also 

be charged to the violator.   

 

Names of residents who identify the violators 

will not be disclosed during the normal course 

of processing Rule Violations and instituting 

fines.  

 

Even though there seems to be general im-

provement in cleanup there are still areas that 

have more incidents than other areas.  

 

The first indicator of a potential clean-up 

problem is...does the owner carry a cleanup 

bag?

CLOTHES DRYER EFFICIENCY 

 

If you have a plastic or aluminum flexible hose 

connected to your clothes dryer vent it is time to 

remove the hose and so you can see if it is clogged 

with lint.  It is also possible that the remaining rigid 

vent pipe would be clogged.   

 

If either of these vent are clogged it will prevent 

your clothes from drying efficiently and could pos-

sibly create at fire hazard. 

 

In one home the vent pipe had disconnected and 

was depositing lint in the ceiling of the garage.  

Another obvious sign was lint falling from the ceil-

ing of the laundry room.

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Help Wind Stream Conserve Water 
 
Now there’s an easy way for Wind Stream 

homeowners to reduce water usage and help 

the association save money on the water bill. 

 

There’s a product called the Water Saver, a 

simple part that you install into the toilet 

tank.  While it’s easy to adjust the level of 

water in the toilet tank with a few adjust-

ments, this product diverts 40-60% of the wa-

ter that would normally be sent to the toilet 

bowl into the toilet tank.  It's very easy to in-

stall (no tools needed) and you can adjust the 

position of it to regulate the water level in the 

toilet bowl.  Depending on the position, it can 

save from ½ gallon to one gallon of water 

with every flush and does not affect how the 

toilet functions.   

 

The inventor's company, Extend-O-Drain, 

Inc. is listed in the Southwest Florida Water 

Management District's website list of Ven-

dors and Manufacturers of Water Conserva-

tion Devices/Services.

The Southwest Florida Water Management 

District and the City of Bradenton purchased 

8,000 Water Savers and expects to save an 

estimated 22.3 million gallons of fresh and 

wastewater per year. 

 

Here are some details from a Water Usage 

Study on the Water Saver device that was 

done for the City of Bradenton, Florida and 

the Southwest Florida Water Management 

District dated 2/13/06. 

 

Savings from a Single Toilet (high volume) 

Installation: 

  

 7.63 gallons of fresh water and 7.63 gal-

lons of sewer water can be saved daily  

 

      with each installed device 

 

 2,785 gallons of fresh water and 2,785 

gallons of sewer water can be saved 

yearly from a single toilet installation 

 
 

Up until now it's only been available in Flor-

ida (where the inventor lives).  Tomboy 

Tools, a company based here in Denver re-

cently added the Water Saver to their product 

line.  Donna Horgan, a Wind Stream home-

owner is an independent Tomboy Tools sales 

consultant and brought the product to the at-

tention of the Wind Stream Board of Direc-

tors.  Through that relationship we can bring 

the Water Saver device to Wind Stream 

homeowners on a bulk discount. 

 

Not everyone has the resources to replace the 

original bath utilities with more modern wa-

ter saving models.  This product is an inex-

pensive, easy fix to turn the original installed 

toilets into more water efficient equipment.   

 

Since we all have to pay homeowner’s dues, 

wouldn’t it make sense to use the money 

saved from the water bill for other things that 

are needed instead of flushing it down the 

toilet? 

 

 

 

Wind Stream is purchasing an initial sup-

ply of these Water Saver devices for resale 

and residents can obtain them from Earl 

Johnson for a cost of $4 for two devices.
